Here are the Minutes of Little Compton Parish Council Ordinary Meeting held on Monday 18th September 2023 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall. 
Present :	Councillors Matt Povey (Chairman),  Nigel Martin, Graeme Evans and Clerk, Sarah Elliott 
There were 6 members of the public present.
1. Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Charlie Huntingford, and County Cllr Jo Barker.
2. The Council approved the minutes from the meeting on 17th July and these were signed by the Chairman.  These will now be available to view on our website.  
3. Stratford District Councillor Sarah Whalley-Hoggins gave a report :
a. She expressed concern about the high number of pubs in Stratford being closed down, with very little legislation stopping them being sold off in parts and converted into private ownership for big profits.  One way to protect rural pubs is for the village to apply for a status of “Asset of Community Value”.  Councillors all agreed this would be a good measure to ensure the future of the RED LION.  
b. *Reference Logs, remember to let the logs dry out thoroughly.  And maybe ask the residents for donations towards the new defibrillator to be installed at the pub. (see 7b.)
c. No Mow May : caused problems in some areas because the longer and left behind grass blocked drains.
d. Housing Associations :  SDC is chairing a group aimed at improving the work of housing associations in the area.  So if any local residents

have issues please bring them to Sarah Whalley-Hoggins.  One resident talked about a tree which is overgrowing onto her roof and despite numerous calls has had no response from Orbit Housing.  Sarah will visit the property concerned and find a way to resolve the problem with Orbit Housing. 
e. The new SDC is going to sell off the mobility shop to a private organisation.  There is a concern that costs will increase and that equipment might not be made as easily available for the people who need it.
4.  Clerk’s Report is background information on agenda items listed further down. 	
5. Comments from the public included :  the stones laid out on the road edge at Post Office Row.  Cllr Evans is looking into this and Cllr Martin offered to ask the resident directly to get clarification.  The aim is to ensure they are not a hazard to public or to traffic.
6. Correspondence items :
a. The defib machine.  The Council has contacted Shipston First Responders who are willing to support us and check our defib monthly with us.  They also offered to give a one hour summary talk on how to respond and use the defib machine.  The keycode can be put on the box but the key action in any event is to RING 999 who will give instruction.  The Clerk has updated details on the supporting online site ‘The Circuit’.  Further update when Shipston First Responders have made a visit.  
i. The Council also agreed that we will supply a second defibrillator to be housed at the RED LION pub, approval has been given by the current landlords.
b. The Greedy Goose pub :  The council received an email pleading for support to save this building, as it appears to be neglected and damaged possibly in order to have it demolished and redeveloped for profit.  It was bought two years ago and has been emptied from inside into a skip at the site.  It is a site of local historical/heritage interest.  SDCllr Sarah W-H took this email to make a response and look into the matter.  The GG Pub is under West Oxon Planning Dept and there is a current application regarding the camping pods for holiday lets, but not for the main building itself.  
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7. Financial :  
a. The Council agreed to pay the increase subscription requested by CPRE as this group often supports us by responding to local planning applications.  New Subscription £60 to be paid.  The Council agreed to stop our subscription for Parish Online because it is not used in any way. 
b. The Council agreed to the payment for felling the ASH tree at the cemetery :  Canopy Arboricultural Services £3,000.  Clerk to confirm for CAS to go ahead.  Cllr Martin stated that the timber from the felling will be cut down and offered to local residents*.  Note that this must be seasoned before burning and contributions would be welcome towards a second defib to be installed.  Mike Hartnell noted that the County Council has reduced the smaller Ash which was overhanging the roadway when they were doing other work along the same roadway.
8. Planning Applications were discussed :
a. 23/02088/FUL : North Fourshires Farm.  Cllr Graeme noted that the CPRE had at first objected strongly to the application, but had since withdrawn their objection.  It seems likely that a development of this site will be strongly favoured as it has previously been used for dumping rubbish, and burning tyres which has damaged the land.  The new owner will restore and develop the site to something much more beneficial to the local area.   Our SDCllr Sarah W-H supported this application and the Council agreed it would support this application also.
b. 23/01957/FUL at Redlands Row.  The Council felt that it was reasonable for residents to object to this application due to the fact that it is not adjacent to the primary dwelling, but sits directly opposite the two neighboring dwellings and in a small space for additional vehicles to be parking.  Our SDCllr Sarah W-H also felt this was an ‘ambitious’ application and unlikely to receive consent.
9. Cemetery :  One burial took place in August.
10.   Dead Tree at Post Office Row to be replaced with an Indian Bean.  Mike Hartnell has offered to remove the dead tree and replant.  The Council agreed to this at a cost of £60 for the tree.  
11.   The Bus Shelter Plan :  Clerk will contact highways to ensure there is no problem on existing site where the seat and plinth are. 
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Council agreed to go ahead at a cost of £4250 + VAT plus the cost of the tiles for the roof (approx. £500).  Mike Hartnell has offered to install the shelter.  Clerk to confirm the order (no deposit required).  There was a question raised about disabled access :  to be checked if possible at the current site.
12.   White Gates :  currently being sourced by Cllr Charlie Huntingford and costs to be confirmed.  Clerk to confirm with highways again to check there will be no damage to cabling or electricity underground. 
a. Mike Hartnell asked if there would be any objection to placing gates on Barton Lane as well, near to the cemetery.  Clerk to confirm permission with Warwickshire County Council.  MH will give ‘What Three Words’ to confirm the exact location.  He would also require 4 posts to install the gates (5x5” x four pcs).
