Here are the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of Little Compton Parish Council held on Monday 15th July 2024 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall. 
Present :	Councillors Matt Povey (Chairman), Charlie Huntingford Nigel Martin, Graeme Evans, Clerk- Sarah Elliott and District Councillor Sarah Whalley-Hoggins

1. Apologies were received from Cllr Wayne Parker and County Councillor Jo Barker 
2. Minutes of the Annual Council Meeting were approved and signed by the Chairman.    
3. Report from our District Councillor :  
a. Following the change of Government to Labour there is a significant need to do a ‘Housing Needs Plan’ for the village because of the Labour policy to build 1.5 million homes over the next 5 years.  A survey would be delivered to all households (admin from Stratford DC)  
4. Correspondence received includes a message from the Village Hall Committee that they have been covering an insurance for the defibrillator.  Clerk has checked that our Zurich Insurance does cover our defibrillators and housing units – see separate email.      
5. Matters from the Public.  Ann Hanks brought up again the issue of Canopy and the cemetery tree.  Ie, how much wood was taken away by Canopy and how much the quote included leaving the wood cut up into manageable pieces.  Cllr Charlie Huntingford states he talked directly to Canopy and they denied they took away wood they should not have taken.  Also the council agrees the situation was not managed well or supervised enough.  This is an issue that is not easy to resolve as Canopy are denying any wrongdoing regarding the damaged gate and the untidy mess left behind, and the second tree that was supposed to be pruned into a safe growth shape (as this has been brought into question).   Mike Hartnell states there is still dead wood in the second tree and that Canopy took off 3 branches and ran out of time to complete this properly.  He (MH) has offered to complete this work with his training team, given permission by the council (he will liaise with Nigel Martin).  Unfortunately, people came and took away logs without consent or donation, and in hindsight this should have been managed more closely by the council members.  As some recompense the Clerk will arrange quotations for fixing the gate and claim for the damage with Zurich Insurance Company. 
a. Matt Povey also stated he has contacted the 801 Bus company which runs from Chipping Norton to Moreton and on to Cheltenham.  They will not come into the village but will pull into the layby to pick up passengers.  Council will consider putting up a bus sign.       
6. Income and Payments made were acknowledged for April, May and June.  Councillors agreed to the ‘working from home’ allowance payment for the Clerk, proposed by Matt Povey and seconded by Nigel Martin, with no objections.  
7. Planning update :  Graeme updated us on two applications which remain outstanding and have passed their decision date.  These are Four Shires Farm which so far has not been granted even though we have given full support.  The second is the Redlands Row application to build on the land behind the Bed & Breakfast.  There has been objection to this so Council remains at a loss to understand why this has not been rejected.
8. Plan for White Gates :  now painted and ready to erect in place.  Mike Hartnell can collect four posts for the Barton Road by the Cemetery.
9. Update on Defibrillator :  now housed inside the pub.  Clerk to arrange supply of housing unit from Shipston Responders and then it can be installed.  SFR will also look after these two units.  Any member of the public can use 999 which is stated clearly on each defibrillator.  There will be signage to the units.
