Minutes of Little Compton Annual Parish Council Meeting held on 
Monday 21st November 2022 at 7.00pm in the Village Hall. 
Present :	Councillors Sarka Wilde (Chair), Graeme Evans, Andrew Lukas and District Cllr Sarah Whalley-Hoggins.  There were no members of the public present.

1. Apologies accepted from Cllr Ian Robinson
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 18th July 2022 were proposed to be a true and accurate record by Cllr Sarka Wilde and seconded by Cllr Graeme Evans and were signed by the Chairman, Sarka.  

3. The District Councillor, Sarah Whalley-Hoggins gave her report as follows :

a. The Stratford District has noted there is a severe lack of resources in the area available and accessible for women with alcohol dependency issues and women needing refuge and support from domestic abuse in the home.  These are to be made a high priority as services to be delivered as the nearest resources available are either at restricted hours or some way out of the area.
b. There are plans afoot for a GIANT BIODIGESTER UNIT to be installed in Warwickshire countryside near to Tysoe and Sunrising Hill.  It would be a huge project in an area serviced by small minor roads and local residents are urged to find out more about the proposal if they want to object.  The project is not exclusively proposed to be in Warwickshire, the company proposing the project has made a number of applications across the UK.  The LCPC will put up notices to enable residents to access information and make their objections in the official manner.  
c. Price increases across the board will very likely affect small Parish Councils with regards to mowing and maintenance costs and to make provision for this in the budgets.  Also, there are a number of schemes from local government to help anyone in difficulty with financial costs of heating or fuel this winter, and to be aware of passing on information to anyone who asks for assistance or might need assistance.  It was noted that our local fuel allotment trust has been advertised on notice boards for local residents.

4. Clerk’s report was read out as follows :
a. September meeting cancelled with public notice and King’s Proclamation read out and posted on boards.
b. September half-year accounts were prepared and presented.
c. Chased invoice from Internal Auditor – to be paid.
d. Emails and correspondence received and disseminated to councillors
e. Contact with Allen  & Sons re two new headstones for the cemetery to be sited in 2023 and a request received for a headstone to be re-sited (which has yet to be confirmed)
f. Paid insurance on 3-year Long-term Agreement renewal with Zurich.

5. There were no members of the public in attendance. 

6. Correspondence received this month :  Councillors discussed the letter from Kitebrook School regarding their forthcoming re-application for a sports pitch.  For a copy, please contact a member of the council.

7. Financial :  The half-year September accounts were noted by all councillors and by RFO (Graeme Evans) and accepted as a true record.  The month’s payments were read out and noted by all Councillors present.  

8. Planning :

There were no objections to the current planning applications for Tree Felling at Langston Farm / Pinchester Cottages/ Pool Close.

9. Cemetery :  As per Agenda, items were noted with no ojbections.
